2.      Membership.    So far only 2200 alumni have registered as members. Some of 
the measures initiated to increase the membership:- 
  

-  Compulsory membership for all passing out cadets. 
-  Membership for all Ex NDA Offrs posted at the Academy. 
-  Wide publicity via Social Interaction and electronic media, letters by 
the President NDAAA to Commands of the three services and trg establishments 
of the three services. 
-  Membership drive during course reunions (compulsory membership to 
all alumni attending the re unions). 

 
3. Activities at NDA Involving the Alumni  

 
-  As part of end of term activities all cadets have interactive sessions 
with the NDAAA members. Retired Officers are invited to deliver lectures on 
their experiences while in Service and on subjects relating to effective 
leadership and decision making. These are being conducted in the Sqn Ante 
rooms. The speakers are then invited to have dinner in the Cadets Mess along 
with the Sqn Cdr and Cadets after the interaction. The interactions have been 
good and the feedback has been positive. 

 
-  Matches between cadets and alumni were conducted in Squash, Tennis 
and Cricket. Golf match will also be conducted from Spring term 2011 
onwards. 
 



-  Foster homes for foreign cadets. A few foreign cadets have been 
adopted by the alumni. These foreign cadets along with a sponsoring Indian 
cadet are invited home by the alumni for a day. 
 
-  On an average two course re unions are held during every term break.
  

4. Corpus of NDAAA.  At the time of registration for membership all alumni 
pay a one time fee of Rs 1000/-. The corpus as of now is mainly from this collection. 
Letters have been written to Corporates seeking donations to NDAAA. 48th Course 
during their reunion donated a sum of Rs 7,00,000/- for the NDAAA. The welfare
